OF DORAL AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1.  Recitals. The above recitals are confirmed, adopted, and 

incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference.  

Section 2. Authorization. The City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager 

to adopt the City of Miami contract with for Retirement Investment Management Consulting 

Services and authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement and expend funds in 

an amount not to exceed budgeted funds. 
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Section 3.   Implementation. The City Manager and the City Attorney are hereby 

authorized to take such action as may be necessary to implement the provisions of this 

Resolution.  

 Section 4.  Effective Date. This Resolution shall become effective immediately
